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FSCC Votes to Merge with CMHA

NEW BRITAIN - The Board of Directors of Family Services of Central Connecticut, Inc. (FSCC) has voted to merge with Community Mental Health Affiliates, Inc (CMHA), effective July 1, 2007.

 “The FSCC Board is extremely confident that this merger will benefit both organizations by expanding the range of services available to individuals and families throughout the service region,” said Nicholas Pettinico, Jr. FSCC Board President. 
Founded in 1894, FSCC serves more than 1,200 clients annually through a variety of offers a variety of programs: Adoption, Counseling, Supervised Visitation, Community Housing Assistance, Community Life Skills, and Empowering People for Success and the Young Parents Program.  FSCC has offices in New Britain, Guilford, Hamden, Meriden and Terryville. 
“Throughout its history, FSCC has made our clients our highest priority each day while working to fulfill the agency’s mission, despite their limited budgetary resources,” said Mr. Pettinico.  “At this point, the agency’s funds and staff resources were so severely stretched that the only way to successfully continue fulfilling our mission would be to merge with another organization,” he added. 

In February, 2006, the FSCC board entered into a contract to officially merge with CMHA, a not-for-profit, community-oriented behavioral health organization that serves more than 2,000 clients annually. CMHA is also the Local Mental Health Authority in Central Connecticut as designated by the Connecticut Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (DMHAS). 
CMHA offers intensive programs reaching out to children and adults as well as offering addiction services.  “Our management over FSCC which began in February has been very successful thus far,” said CMHA Executive Director Mark Muradian, DPA. “We are pleased with how professionally these two organizations have come together to serve communities in need” he added.  

The merger of FSCC and CMHA will increase the quality of care provided to the clients that each organization already serves. It will also expand the range of services available to the individuals and families. “We feel honored to have FSCC under our wings and we will work together to stand and serve as a vital source for positive change in the lives of our clients,” said Mr. Muradian..
